

Guidelines for Aligning a Performance Assessment Unit
1. Read through the performance assessment tasks.
2. Which of the “to know’s” and to do’s” of the unwrapping are addressed in the performance assessment tasks? (i.e. where does the assessment give the students the opportunity to demonstrate their mastery of the skills and knowledge in the unwrapping?)
3. Which of the Big Ideas do the performance assessment tasks address?

4. Will the students be doing tasks which will give them greater insight into their exploration of the Essential Questions?

5. Which levels of Bloom’s taxonomy do the Performance Assessment tasks address?

6. How might you change your unwrapping, big ideas and essential questions based on your check for alignment?

7. Does the scoring guide (checklist and rubric) enhance student performance and clarify expectations? 

8. Will students be able to construct new insights and knowledge by “performing” the tasks?
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
